MINUTES OF MONTHLY MEETING:  4 September 2003

WELCOME:

Meeting called to order at 1710 by the Vice President, LtCol Dyer.

PRAYER:

Invocation given by Capt White

INTRODUCTIONS:

LtCol Dyer – Opening introductory remarks and Welcome to attendees.  Members of the new Chapter Executive Board were introduced individually.  Attendees introduced themselves.

OLD BUSINESS:

2003-2004 Membership Campaign/drive- Along with the previous ideas the membership campaign is looking into a way to get the current sea service officers stationed aboard Quantico MCB to become regular active members of NNOA.  Mr Johnson recommended having a Bosses’ Night similar to what was done previously with LtGen Rhodes, former CG, MCCDC.   Lt McGuire (USN) asked about the type training NNOA provides to sea service officers and whether that could be used to help educate bosses/commanders.  The idea of a certificate of attendance for the annual conferences was discussed.

NEW BUSINESS:

Annual National Conference – Capt Ayers briefed the members about the Annual Conference that was held 4-8 August in San Diego.  After action report was provided to members.  Twelve Marines attended this year’s conference.
